The Miraculous Journey of Edward Tulane
Chapter 4
	
1.	It makes no difference that the princess was beautiful because she did not love or care for anyone else even though they cared for her.
2.	Pellegrina stops her story and looks at Edward because Edward is like the princess in the story; he does not love or care for anyone and is also good looking. Pellegrina wants to make sure Edward is listening so that he can understand that the story is actually about him.
3.	The princess may have swallowed the ring to prove she could, to show her contempt for what it symbolised, so the prince who proposed would not get it back or even so she could keep it herself later but not have to wear it.
4.	The princess tried to get the witch to care about her by saying that she was cold, hungry, lost and a beautiful princess.
5.	The witch shows she does not care by not answering the door straight away and by saying ‘what of it’ and ‘not my concern’ in response to the princess.
6.	The princess may be proud to love no one because she thinks that makes her strong as love is for weaker individuals, she may be proud because this means she is independent and not attached to anyone, she may also be proud because many have tried to love her but she has remained strong and resisted their affections.
7.	The witch says ‘you disappoint me’ because she obviously regards love as powerful or important and thinks the princess should too. She also wanted to cast a spell on the one the princess loved to teach her a lesson but could not do that because she loved no one.
8.	Abilene says ‘no’ because she does not like the way the story has turned out. Many girls believe princesses should not die by being turned into warthogs and shot; they feel there should be happy endings and triumph over magic and witches etc.
9.	‘Indignant’ means to show anger or annoyance at something which is perceived to be unfair. Abilene speaks indignantly because she does not like the ending of the story and also because the story ended so abruptly. She probably feels that it is a very unfair story as the princess was killed before she had a chance to change.
10.	Pellegrina says ‘you disappoint me’ to Edward because it repeats the phrase from the story she just told and she wants Edward to relate the story to himself. She says it to him because she somehow knows that he is vain and does not love anyone even though Abilene loves him.
11.	Edward does not like Pellegrina’s story because he finds it horrible, ugly and repulsive. He also does not like how the princess died.
12.	Edward felt agitated because he did not like the story and may have an inkling of the real reason Pellegrina told this particular story even if he does not realise it yet.
